Are We Living in the End Times?

Jesus and the apostles gave us clear signs to
watch for—not to scare us, but to prepare us.

Let’s look at 7 biblical indicators that we’re closer than ever to Christ’s return—and what
you should do about it.

Widespread Deception

LJ “Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will come in my name, claiming, ‘l am the
Messiah,” and will deceive many.” —Matthew 24:4-5

False teachings, new-age spirituality, and influencers promoting “self-god” ideologies are on
the rise. Deception is Satan’s oldest tactic.

What to Do: Test every message against Scripture. Stay in Christian community. Guard
your heart.

Wars and Rumors of Wars
L) “You will hear of wars and rumors of wars...” —Matthew 24:6

From Ukraine to the Middle East, conflicts are increasing.
What to Do: Don’t be alarmed—be prayerful. Intercede for nations. Trust God’s
sovereignty.

Natural Disasters and Famines
LJ “There will be famines and earthquakes in various places.” —Matthew 24:7

Floods. Fires. Earthquakes. Pandemics. Creation is groaning.
What to Do: Use moments of crisis to share hope. Prepare practically, but don’t live in
fear.

Persecution of Believers



LJ “You will be hated by all nations because of me.” —Matthew 24:9

Christians are persecuted more today than ever.
What to Do: Pray for the persecuted church. Boldly live your faith with compassion and
courage.

The Gospel Reaching the Ends of the Earth

LJ “And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world... and then the end
will come.” —Matthew 24:14

Technology and missions are accelerating the Gospel’s reach.
What to Do: Support missions. Share your testimony. Use social media to point others to
Christ.

Love Growing Cold
L) “Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will grow cold.” —Matthew 24:12

Apathy, hatred, and division are growing.
What to Do: Stay in prayer. Stay in fellowship. Let love be your lifestyle.

The Rise of False Prophets
LJ “Many false prophets will appear and deceive many people.” —Matthew 24:11

People crave signs and wonders—but not all are from God.
What to Do: Ask the Holy Spirit for discernment. Know God’s voice by knowing His Word.
